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REFERRALS AND ENROLLMENT
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Overall, the QIC-CCCT sites 
reported enrolling 871adults 
and1,114children
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Sites served from 42 to 370
participants

The average number of 
participants served per site was
152
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Site enrollment rates ranged from 
13%to 100%of those referred

Overall, about half (47%) of those 
referred enrolled, 20%were 
screened out, 14% chose not to 
enroll, and 14% ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ŜƴǊƻƭƭ ŦƻǊ 
some other reason
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Most (74%) participants served 
were court-involved

By the end of the grant period, 9
of the 14 QIC-CCCT sites had 
dedicated non-court tracks
